Abstract:

This study focuses on John Henry Newman (1801-1890), one of the great Christian
intellectual leaders in modern era and one of the pioneers of the Catholic theological
renewal. It maps out Newman’s Anglican preaching ministry and investigates
the theme of friendship and family relations therein. In his Anglican sermons,
the role of Newman’s personal relationship is palpable in Newman’s realism
and personalism, his focus on the biblical characters and commemoration of
Saints and the gradual development of the full-scope Catholic ecclesiology of the
Communion of Saints on his journey to the Catholic Church.

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Kazatel'skd ¢innost tvorila dolezitt stcast Zivota a diela kardinala Johna Henryho
Newmana (1801-1890), jednej z veducich postav katolickeho myslenia v 19. sto-
roc¢i. Ian Ker v knihe sumarizujtcej zivot a dielo anglického kardinédla venoval
popri kapitolach o Newmanovi ako teolégovi, filozofovi, pedagégovi a spisova-
tel'ovi aj kapitolu o nom ako kazatel'ovi.? Pocas svojho posobenia v anglikdnskej
cirkvi Newman pravdepodobne venoval viac ¢asu a energie pisaniu kazni ako
vSetkym ostatnym spisom dokopy. Tucet zvidzkov jeho publikovanych anglikan-
skych kazni, ktoré vysli v pocetnych vydaniach, mozno bez zveli¢enia oznacit za
klasické texty krestanskej spirituality.’ Tieto kdzne, ktoré si Newman pravidelne
pripravoval vy$e dve desatrocia, navyse mapuji jeho nabozensky a intelektualny
vyvin ku katolickej viere, a preto sa doélezitym zdrojom poznania pre Studentov
Newmanovej teoldgie.

Tento ¢lanok sa zameriava na doélezity aspekt Newmanovych kazni, ktorym je
téma rodinnych a priatel'skych vztahov. Tato tému mozno skuto¢ne nazvat' srd-
covou témou oxfordského kazatel'a, ktory si neskor za svoje kardinalske motto
zvolil slova Cor ad cor loquitur. V Newmanovom teologickom vyvine skisenost
rodinnej lasky a priatel'skych vztahov polozila zdklad jeho katolickej ekleziol6-
gie, v ktorej viditelné spoloc¢enstvo Cirkvi predstavuje sviatost spasy.

Zivotopisny nacrt

John Henry Newman sa narodil v Londyne 21. februara 1801 ako najstarsie zo
Siestich deti v rodine anglikanskeho vyznania.* V roku 1816 nasttpil ako student
na univerzitu v Oxforde. S univerzitou po stidiach zostal spojeny takmer stvrt-
storocie, prakticky pocas celého svojho posobenia v anglikanskej cirkvi: spociatku
ako mlady $tipendista, potom ako anglikdansky duchovny, spréavca univerzitného
kostola a tator pre studentov.

V kruhu Newmanovych blizkych priatelov, anglikanskych kriazov a kolegov
z univerzity Hurrela Frouda a Johna Kebla sa v roku 1833 sformovalo Oxfordské
hnutie zamerané na obnovu anglikanskej cirkvi navratom k apostolskym kore-
nom.> V svojej kazatel'skej a publika¢nej ¢innosti Newman cerpal zvlast z diel

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gréckych cirkevnych otcov, na ktorych sa vo svojej dobe vypracoval na jedného
z najvécsich znalcov.

Teologické stadium spojené s tsilim o obnovu anglikanskej cirkvi Newmana na-
pokon priviedlo k presvedceniu o pravosti katolickej cirkvi, do ktorej vsttpil 9.
oktobra 1845. Tymto krokom sa zriekol d'alsieho posobenia na univerzite i v Ox-
fordskom hnuti. V roku 1846 bol vysvateny za kiaza v katolickej cirkvi a o nieco
neskor zalozil Oratérium sv. Filipa Neriho v Birminghame pre pastoraciu kato-
likov véc¢sinou z robotnickych vrstiev. V tomto Oratériu posobil prakticky az do
smrti v roku 1890, s vynimkou Sestro¢ného posobenia v pozicii rektora novozalo-
zenej Katolickej univerzity v irskom Dubline (1852-1858). Papez Lev XIII. v roku
1879 menoval Newmana za kardindla. V roku 2019 bol papezom FrantiSkom
svitoreceny.

Newman po sebe zanechal rozsiahle teologické dielo, z ktorych niektoré spisy
mozno uz dnes pokladat za klasické. Patri medzi nich kniha An Essay on the
Development of Christian Doctrine,® ktort Newman vydal v ¢ase svojho vstupu
do katolickej cirkvi. Dalsie zname spisy st The Idea of a University a An Essay in
aid of a Grammar of Assent. Newmanovou najznamejsou knihou je jeho Zivoto-
pis Apologia pro vita sua, ktory vydal ako obhajobu cesty svojho nabozenského
vyvinu k viere katolickej cirkvi.

Kazatel'ska ¢innost v anglikanskom obdobi

V roku 1828 bol Newman menovany za spravcu univerzitného kostola St. Mary
v Oxforde. Farské spoloc¢enstvo tvorili miestne obchodnicke rodiny a zamestnan-
ci univerzity. BohosluZzieb sa zacastiiovali aj Studenti, medzi ktorymi sa Newma-
nove kézne tesili vel'kej obl'ube, ba ¢asom ich sprevadzala az legendarna povest'.
Ako priklad mozno uviest slovd, ktoré ako svedok Newmanovych kéazni v St.
Mary napisal Richard W. Church vo svojej knihe venovanej histérii Oxfordského
hnutia:

None but those who remember them can adequately estimate the effect
of Mr. Newman’s four o’clock sermons at St. Mary’s... Since 1828 this
preaching had been going on at St. Mary’s, growing in purpose and
directness as the years went on, though it could hardly be more intense
than in some of its earliest examples. While men were reading and talking
about the Tracts, they were hearing the sermons; and in the sermons they

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heard the living meaning, and reason, and bearing of the Tracts, their
ethical affinities, their moral standard.”

Newmanove anglikanske kazne si nasli velky citatel'sky ohlas aj v publikovanej
podobe. Kazatel'skd ¢innost tak vedno s angazovanim sa v Oxfordskom hnuti
vyniesla Newmana na vyslnie popularity. Stal sa uzndvanou osobnostou v angli-
kanskej cirkvi.

Vel'ka viac¢sina Newmanovych kazni, ktoré sa zachovali v plnom rozsahu, pocha-
dza z jeho anglikdnskeho obdobia. Texty anglikdnskych kazni si Newman pri-
pravoval vopred a pri bohosluzbach ich ¢ital, ¢o bola v tom c¢ase v anglikdnskej
cirkvi bezna prax. Ked'ze svoje anglikédnske kazne ¢isloval v poradi, v ktorom ich
napisal, a kazdy prednes kazne si zaznamenaval do dennika, o jeho kazatel'skej
¢innosti v anglikanskom obdobi sa zachoval dokladny prehlad. Podla Gerarda
Traceyho Newman od vysviacky za anglikanskeho diakona v roku 1824 az do
rezignacie na funkciu vikara St. Mary v roku 1843 kazal priblizne 1270-krat.® Cel-
kovy pocet jeho anglikdnskych kazni bol 604. Cast tychto kazni pouzil viackrat,
pric¢om text pri opakovanom prednese kdzne zvykol upravit. Niekedy $lo o drob-
né korekttry, inokedy o prepis celych casti textu.

Zo 604 Newmanovych anglikanskych kazni vyslo za jeho Zivota v tlac¢i 217. Kon-
krétne v Sestzvizkovej sérii Parochial Sermons publikovanych v rokoch 1834 az
1842, v zbierke Plain Sermons z roku 1843, do ktorého prispel spolu s dal$imi
¢lenmi Oxfordského hnutia,” a v dalsom zvizku z roku 1843 publikovanom pod
nazvom Sermons Bearing on the Subject of the Day. Osobitna ¢ast predstavuja
kazne, ktoré Newman predniesol pri zvlastnych prileZitostiach Oxfordskej uni-
verzity. Tieto vysli v roku 1843 pod ndzvom Fifteen Sermons Preached before the
University of Oxford.

Z Newmanovych nepublikovanych anglikanskych kézni sa priblizne sto neza-
chovalo. Rukopisy zvysnych 246 kazni zostali uloZené v archivoch Birmingham-
ského oratodria a tieto boli publikované v péatzvazkovej sérii s nazvom John Henry
Newman: Sermons 1824-1843.

Akykol'vek stru¢ny pokus charakterizovat Newmanov kazatel'sky $tyl nemoze
obist’ dve klticové zdsady Newmanovej spirituality a teolégie, ktoré s urcitou
davkou zovseobecnenia mozno pomenovat ako jeho realizmus a personalizmus.

Laska k redlnemu predstavuje zaklad Newmanovej religiozity. Nie bez istej na-
rodnej hrdosti pokladal”“oddanost realnemu a konkrétnemu” k tomu najlepsie-
mu v anglickej intelektualnej tradicii." Zmysel pre realitu chépal ako cit pre prav-
du. Ako poznamenal Newmanov zivotopisec lan Ker, ,preoccupation with the
,real” and ,unreal’ pervades his writings; an awareness of it is the key to a true
understanding of Newman.”"?

Newman bol spisovatelom zameranym na konkrétne témy situacie, o ktorych
usudil, Ze si vyzadujt obhajobu pravdy. Zmysel pre realitu predstavoval délezity
princip aj v Newmanovej kazatel'skej ¢innosti. V osobnej korespondencii z obdo-
bia na zaciatku pastorac¢nej sluzby v St. Mary’s napisal:

I ever find in the case of sermon writing, that the stimulus of an object and
proposed hearer is necessary to enable me to write at all with satisfaction or
comfort to myself - without the data of place and time I seem to be working
only an indeterminate problem and to be able to elicit no valuable result.”®

Tej istej zasady v kdzani sa drzal aj po mnohych rokoch, ¢o ilustruje stat z pred-
nasky s nazvom University Preaching, ktord v roku 1854 zakomponoval do knihy
Idea of the University:

Definiteness is the life of preaching. A definite hearer, not the whole world;
a definite topic, not the whole evangelical tradition; and, in like manner,
a definite speaker. Nothing that is anonymous will preach.'

W. D. White svojom ¢lanku o Newmanovej kazatel'skej ¢cinnosti okomentoval ttto
zasadu velmi pozitivne:

Such a commitment to the specific - a definite aim, a particular audience,
a clearly defined subject, a mode that rejects the abstract idea for the

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concrete instance - such a commitment no doubt explains to a great extent
why Newman succeeded so admirably in bringing his audience to realize
and appropriate for themselves his own insight and spiritual grace.’

Charakteristickym prvkom Newmanovych anglikanskych kézni bol tak doraz
na realizmus viery: ,Religion must be realized in particular acts, in order to its
continuing alive.”" V jednej z kdzni varoval pred , nabozenskym spankom” ako
,state of insensibility to things as they really are in God’s sight.””” V inej kladol
otazku: ,Can we content ourselves with such an unreal faith in Christ, as in no
sufficient measure includes self-abasement, or thankfulness, or the desire or effort
to be holy?”*®

Newmanov personalizmus

S realizmom v Newmanovych kdznach tizko stvisi personalizmus jeho religiozi-
ty. Ten vychéddzal z jeho hlbokého prezivania osobnych vztahov. Laska k ¢lenom
rodiny a priatelom bola charakteristickou ¢rtou Newmanovej osobnosti a diela.

Newman bol oddany svojej rodine a dlhodobo podporoval svoju matku s piatimi
mlad$imi stirodencami po smrti otca v roku 1824. O Styri roky neskor postihla
rodinu d'al$ia strata nahlou smrtou najmladsej sestry Mary. Pre Newmana to bol
zvlast tazky uder.” Newmanova bohatd korespondencia so sturodencami nesie
stopy neznej starostlivosti o rodinu. V roku 1830 na Zelanie matky a sestier byvat
blizsie k Oxfordu im Newman poskytol dom v Littlemore, a o rok neskér im po-
mohol prestahovat sa do ned’alekého Iffley.?

Utinkovanie v Oxforde bolo pre Newmana &tastnym obdobim, ku ktorému ne-
odmyslitelne patrili priatel'stva s Hurrelom Freudom? a Johnom Keblom?, angli-

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kanskymi kilazmi a kolegami na univerzite. Len tazko sa da dostato¢ne docenit
vplyv tychto priatel'stiev na Newmanov duchovny, nabozensky a teologicky vy-
vin. Boli d6lezitym vodidlom pri Newmanovom objave viditelnej Cirkvi, ktora je
spolocenstvom svatych.?

Spojitost Newmanovho personalizmu s realizmom vyplyva z toho, ze takmer
instinktivne preferoval osobnt rovinu reality ako sféru diania - uvaZzovania, slo-
bodného rozhodovania a lasky. Velmi dobre to ilustruju zivotopisné state, obe
tykajtice sa viery v anjelov. Prvé je opisom jeho detskych predstav:

I thought life might be a dream, or I an Angel, and all this world a deception,
my fellow-angels by a playful device concealing themselves from me, and
deceiving me with the semblance of a material world.*

Predstava, Ze svet je neredlny, akoby bol iba snom ¢i klamlivymi kulisami v tomto
opise je tu v kontraste s redlnym svetom, ktory je obyvany duchovnymi, ¢i osob-
nymi bytostami - anjelmi. V d'al$ej stati rozvijal svoje predstavy o anjeloch uz ako
mlady knaz a teolég:

I considered them [angels] as the real causes of motion, light, and life, and of
those elementary principles of the physical universe, which, when offered
in their developments to our senses, suggest to us the notion of cause and
effect, and of what are called the laws of nature. This doctrine I have drawn
out in my Sermon for Michaelmas day, written in 1831... These beings gave
a sort of inspiration or intelligence to races, nations, and classes of men...
My preference of the Personal to the Abstract would naturally lead me to
this view.?

Hmotny vesmir akoby bol iba riskom vznesenych anjelskych bytosti. Newman
vysvetlil, Ze tato predstava mu bola blizka prave pre jeho”uprednostiiovanie
osobného pred abstraktnym.” V kazdej osobe s jeho neopakovatelnou individua-
litou a nesmrtelnym osudom sa preto koncentruje realita Zivota.

Azda v ziadnom z Newmanovych spisov nie je pravda o nekone¢nej hodnote oso-
by tak plasticky vyjadrena, ako v jeho kdzni On the Individuality of the Soul. V nej
vyzval posluchdcov, aby sa na I'udi nepozerali ako na masu - druh, spolo¢nost
¢i nérod - ale ako na jednotlivcov s nesmrtelnou dusou a ve¢nou vlastnou exis-
tenciou.” Louis Bouyer s odvolanim sa na ttto kdzen poznamenal, ze zédkladom

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Newmanovho kazania bola nasledujtica pravda: ,,Every one of us has to come to
realize that he is irreplaceable in the eyes of God: that is to say, for God Himself,
in a sense, each one is worth quite as much as the whole world.”#

Portréty biblickych postav

Blizsi pohl'ad na Newmanove anglikanske kazne odhal'uje zaujimavy personalis-
ticky pristup pri vybere tém. V lete 1829 Newman predniesol sériu 6smich kazni
o historii a charaktere patriarchov z knihy Genezis.”* Nésledne kazal o Mojzisovi.?
Odvtedy boli biblické postavy opakovanou témou jeho kdzania. Kdzne o Saulo-
vi,* Déavidovi,*! Jeroboamovi,? Jeremiasovi,® Balamovi* a d'alsich starozakon-
nych postavach predstavovali Newmanov obltbeny spdsob hldsat nabozenské
pravdy v zrkadle redlneho Zivota osob, ktoré sa vyskytuji v dejinach spésy:

Consider how great a part of the Bible is historical; and how much history
is merely the lives of those men who were God’s instruments in their
respective ages. Some of them are no patterns for us, others show marks
of corruption under which human nature universally lies: - yet the chief of
them are specimens of especial faith and sanctity, and are set before us with
the evident intention of exciting and guiding us in our religious course.®

Dovod zamerania sa na osobné pribehy v Newmanovom kazani bol zrejmy: spra-
vit krestanskt pravdu konkrétnejsou pre jeho posluchacov, aby sa mohli sto-
toznit s prikladmi muZzov a zien v Biblii. ,The especial grace poured upon the
Apostles and their associates, whether miraculous or moral, had no tendency to
destroy their respective peculiarities of temper and character, to invest them with
a sanctity beyond our imitation, or to preclude failings and errors which may be
our warning.” Komemoracia postava tak mala podla Newman za ciel predstavit

Mnohé z Newmanovych kazni o biblickych postavach obsahujt osobné charakte-
ristiky podané s velkou psychologickou intuiciou. Je az fascinujtice, ako detailne
dokazal Newman opisat biblické osobnosti, ¢asto na zéklade stru¢nych zmienok
v Biblii. Napriklad vo svojej kazni , Remembrance of the Past Mercies Newman nacr-
tol postavu patriarchu Jakuba z knihy Genezis nasledovnym spdsobom:

Jacob seems to have had a gentle, tender, affectionate, timid mind — easily
frightened, easily agitated, loving God so much that he feared to lose Him,
and, like St. Thomas perhaps, anxious for sight and possession from earnest
and longing desire of them. Were it not for faith, love would become
impatient, and thus Jacob desired to possess, not from cold incredulity or
hardness of heart, but from such a loving impatience. Such men are easily
downcast, and must be treated kindly; they soon despond, they shrink
from the world, for they feel its rudeness, which bolder natures do not.
Neither Abraham nor Jacob loved the world. But Abraham did not fear,
did not feel it. Jacob felt and winced, as being wounded by it. You recollect
his touching complaints,” All these things are against me!” —”Then shall ye
bring down my grey hairs with sorrow to the grave.” —”If I am bereaved
of my children, I am bereaved.” Again, elsewhere we are told,”All his
sons and all his daughters rose up to comfort him, but he refused to be
comforted.” At another time,”Jacob’s heart fainted, for he believed them
not.” Again,”The spirit of Jacob their father revived.” [Gen. xlii. 36, 38; xliii.
14; xxxvii. 35; xlv. 26, 27.] You see what a childlike, sensitive, sweet mind he
had. Accordingly, as I have said, his happiness lay, not in looking forward
to the hope, but backwards upon the experience, of God’s mercies towards
him. He delighted lovingly to trace, and gratefully to acknowledge, what
had been given, leaving the future to itself.?”

Této stat’ dobre ilustruje jednak Newmanovu dokladnt znalost' Biblie a jednak
pozoruhodnt schopnost pospajat ttrzkovité vyroky v zivy portrét. Newmanov
personalizmus v kazatel'skej ¢innosti tu mozno badat' v pristupe, ktory sa zame-
riava na osobité ¢rty opisovanej postavy pre konkretizovanie posolstva ur¢eného
posluchacom.

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Ucta k svitym

So zameranim kazni na jednotlivé biblické postavy stvisi aj Newmanovo rozhod-
nutie z roku 1830 o znovuzavedeni bohosluZieb na spomienky svatych v kostole
St. Mary. Anglikanska cirkev, ktorej oficidlne ucenie a prax od jej pociatku for-
movala snaha o kompromis medzi kontinentalnym protestantizmom a rimskym
katolicizmom, nemala vyhraneny postoj voci otazke tcty k svitym. Clanok 22
v oficidlnych nabozenskych artikulach anglikanskej cirkvi zakazoval vzyvanie
svétych:

The Romish Doctrine concerning Purgatory, Pardons, Worshipping, and
Adoration as well of Images as of Reliques, and also invocation of Saints, is
a fond thing vainly invented, and grounded upon no warranty of Scripture,
but rather repugnant to the Word of God.”*

V anglikdnskej nabozenskej praxi sa vsak tcta k svatym zachovala v podobe ti-
tulovania chramov a komemoracie svitych spomienkou v liturgickom kalendari.
Oficialna anglikanska Book of Common Prayer® zahffiala 21 spomienkovych dnina
svédtych: Ocistovanie Presvitej Bohorodicky, Zvestovanie Panne Marii, 10 sviat-
kov apostolov (sv. Filipa a Jakuba, sv. Simona a Judu spolu), Obréatenie Pavla,
svitého Marka Evanjelistu, svdtého Barnabasa, Narodenia svitého Jana Krstitela,
svdtého Michala a vsetkych anjelov, svidtého Lukasa Evanjelistu, vsetkych sva-
tych, svitého Stefana a svitych neviniatok. Za Newmanovych &ias sa tcta k svi-
tym v anglikanskom nabozenskom zivote zanedbavala, pravdepodobne ako na
podozrivy relikt katolickej praxe.

Clenom Oxfordského hnutia bolo vlastné usilie o obnovu vsetkych tradi¢nych
aspektov viery, ktoré neboli vyslovne odstdené oficidlnym anglikdnskym uce-
nim. V tomto kontexte treba chapat aj Newmanovmu navratu k bohosluzbam na
spomienky svitych v kostole St. Mary. Newman v svojom anglikanskom obdobi
rozlisoval medzi invokaciou a komemoraciou svitych. Plne respektoval zédkaz in-
vokacie ako modlosluZzobne praxe, ktora sa obracia k anjelom a svitym ako zdroji
milosti, ktorou vsak je iba Boh. Komemoraciu anjelov a svitych vsak prijimal ako
autentickd nabozensku prax, ktora veriacim prinasala bohaté duchovné ovocie.

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Rozhodnutie obnovit spomienky svitych v kostole St. Mary Newman vysvetlil
v osobnej korespondencii takto:

For myself, I have lately commenced a Saints-Day Service —which I think
useful, both because it in some degree keeps up the memory of the Saints
and so of old times and because it gives me an opportunity of knowing the
more religious part of my Congregation - for such, as a whole, I conceive
these Saints-Day worshippers to be. - Perhaps I may ultimately on these
days give them a sort of sermon on the Saint - but nous verrons.*

Zaznam v denniku zo Stvrtka 25. marca 1830, na sviatok Zvestovania, potvrdzuje
tento zamer: ,first day of Saints Day Service in St. Mary’s”.** O niekol'’ko mesiacov
neskor, na sviatok sv. Barnabdsa, Newman predniesol svoju prva kazen na Den
svitych.?2 Dalsie kazne nasledovali s pravidelnostou v stlade s liturgickym ka-
lendarom v Book of Common Prayer: sv. Jan Krstitel 24. jina; sv. Peter 29. jtina; sv.
Bartolomej 24. augusta; sv. Matus 21. septembra; atd'.

Pre Newmana bol nédvrat k sldveniu spomienok svitych jednym z prostriedkov
nédbozenskej obnovy v anglikdnskej cirkvi. Usiloval sa povzbudit ¢lenov svojho
spolocenstva k hlbsiemu prezivaniu liturgického roka a spritommovat si v své-
tych vzory krestanského zivota. V kazni s ndzvom Use of Saints” Days to vysvet-
l'uje takto:

I say this neglect of religious Ordinances is an especial fault of these latter
ages. There was a time when men openly honoured the Gospel; and when,
consequently, they had each of them more means of becoming religious.
The institutions of the Church were impressed upon the face of society.
Dates were reckoned not so much by months and seasons, as by sacred
Festivals. The world kept pace with the Gospel; the arrangements of legal
and commercial business were regulated by a Christian rule. Something
of this still remains among us; but such customs are fast vanishing. Mere
grounds of utility are considered sufficient for re-arranging the order of
secular engagements. Men think it waste of time to wait upon the course
of the Christian year; and they think they gain more by a business-like
method...*

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Podobnt staznost vyslovuje v ivode kazne On the Honor Due to the Blessed Virgin
z roku 1831:

St. Mary, the Mother of our Lord, says in her hymn From henceforth all
generations shall call me blessed (Luke 1). Accordingly, she has ever been
styled in the Church the Blessed Virgin. Yet, alas, in these latter times, it
cannot be denied, we have in great measure forgotten to fulfill her meek
anticipation of her own praise, and though we retain her day and call it
Lady Day, how much more do we do we look upon it as a date in the civil
year than account ourselves honored by the coming of the Mother of our
Lord unto us.*

Newman v tejto kdzni poukazoval na fakt, ze v sekularnej bol Lady Day datu-
mom odovzdania dani; v skorsich dobach predstavoval zaciatok Nového roka
a v Newmanovom case sa stdle pokladal za tradi¢ny zaciatok polnohospodéarske;j
sezony. Povodny ndbozensky obsah stracal na vyzname.

Na moznd namietku vodi dcte k Panne Mérii ako praxi, ktord nema oporu v Pis-
me, ¢ije dokonca prekazkou vo viere v Krista ako jediného sprostredkovatel'a me-
dzi Bohom a I'ud'mi, Newman v tejto kdzni uvadza protiargument, ktory vycha-
dza z podnetnej itvahy o hodnote rodinnych a priatel'skych vztahov. Vychadza
pritom zo slov Pavlovho Prvého listu Timotejovi 5,8: ,,Ved' kto sa nestara o svo-
jich, najméa o domaécich, zaprel vieru a je horsi ako neveriaci.”** Pre Newmana tieto
slovd dokazujt, ze akékol'vek zanedbavanie rodinnych vztahov nema v Novom
zéakone ziadnu oporu. Starostlivost o rodinu a priatel'ov je prirodzenou moralnou
poziadavkou, ktora tvori ludsky zaklad pre duchovné vztahy v novom Zivote
veriaceho v Kristov. Newman tak interpretoval 1 Tim 5,8 vo vyzname, Ze krestan
zanedbévajuci blizke osobné vztahy v skuto¢nosti uplatiiuje niz$i moralny Stan-
dard ako neveriaci.

Obhajoba hodnoty rodinnych a priatel'skych vztahov v krestanskom Zivote v ko-
ne¢nom dosledku vedie k doslednejSiemu prijimaniu tstrednej dogmy krestan-
skej viery o jednote Kristovej bozskej a l'udskej prirodzenosti. Kristus ako doko-
naly ¢lovek prevzal so svojou ludskou prirodzenostou aj plnt ti¢ast na l'udskych
vztahoch:

Christ was not an angel. He was a man like us, in all points but sin.
Have we natural affections? He had them, too. Where are we to see them
exemplified? He had no brother, sister, wife or father. It is his mother that

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concentrates them all... When we estimate the reverence which her Son
showed her, then may we know how fitly to honour her memory.*

Plny vyznam tejto kristologickej tivahy Newman rozvinul v stati kdzne, ktord
sa zameriava na prezivanie viery v cirkevnom spolocenstve, kde Boh prostred-
nictvom Krista”has made our natural relations the groundwork of our spiritual
relations”:

Has not God in his life too made His Gospel flow to us through the channel
of natural relationship? He has bound us into one body, in one intelligible
bond now; He has given us common privileges. He has bid us grow together
one and all edifying each other.”

Uvedena stat je jednym z mnohych svedectiev o Newmanovom preZzivani svia-
tostného Zivota, nielen v tizkom zmysle prijimania sviatosti, ale aj prezivania
vztahov sviatostnym spdsobom ako t¢inného prostriedku alebo kandla BoZej
milosti. Ak osobny vplyv priatelov predstavoval pre Newmana privilegovany
nastroj pre $irenie viery, pamat mala v jeho prezivani moc spritommiovat’ skise-
nost’ priatel'stva a lasky.* Newman vo svojich vztahoch pestoval velky respekt
k osobitosti priatel'ov, zvlastnu citlivost k ich Specifickym darom a cnostiam a ob-
div k osobnej svitosti. Toto vsetko si Newman v skdsenosti vztahov pripominal -
spritomnioval.* Komemoracia svitych preitho preto znamenala v podstate to isté
ako pestovanie vztahov s priatelmi. V tcte k svatym si pripominal pésobenie
Bozej milosti v ich neopakovatelnych charakteroch a Zivotoch.

James Tolhurst preto vo svojej stadii o Newmanovych kaznach vystizne pouka-
zal na to, ze ,Newman'’s concept of the Communion of Saints which he was to
link directly with union with family and friends”.*® Vzajomna stvislost medzi
priatel'stvom a spolo¢enstvom svitych vystupuje v Newmanovych kaznach vo
viacerych podobach. Laska uskuto¢tiovand v spolocenstve svitych podporuje
nas rast v priatelstve: ,The test of our being joined to Christ is love, the test of
love towards Christ and His Church, is loving those whom we actually see.”*
Na druhej strane priatel'stvo vedie k hlbsej ti¢asti na Kristovej laske v mystickom
spolocenstve Cirkvi: ,If we enjoy the presence of friends, let them remind us of
the communion of saints before his throne.”*

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V kontinuite s Newmanovym pohladom na rodinné a priatel'ské vztahy sa tcta
k svdtym stala skdsobnym kameniom skutoc¢nej krestanskej lasky. V kazni na
sviatok sv. Jana, apostola a evanjelistu to opadtovne zdoraznil:

The real love of man must depend on practice, and therefore, must begin
by exercising itself on our friends around us, otherwise it will have no
existence. By trying to love our relations and friends, by submitting to
their wishes, though contrary to our own, by bearing with their infirmities,
by overcoming their occasional waywardness by kindness, by dwelling
on their excellences, and trying to copy them, thus it is that we form in
our hearts that root of charity, which, though small at first, may, like the
mustard seed, at last even overshadow the earth.®

Priatel'ské vztahy a Newmanov ekleziologicky vyvin

Doraz na osobné vztahy ma v Newmanovych kaziach este jeden dolezity aspekt.
V jednej zo svojich najznamejsich kazni pred Oxfordskou univerzitou s nazvom
Personal Influence, the Means of Propagating the Truth Newman tvrdil, Ze svitci st
de facto jedinym d¢innym prostriedkom na $irenie evanjelia vo svete. Ich osobny
vplyv podl'a neho predstavoval ten najdoleZzitej$i nastroj pre odovzdavanie viery:

[The revealed truth] has been upheld in the world not as a system, not
by books, not by argument, nor by temporal power, but by the personal
influence of such men as have already been described, who are at once
the teachers and the patterns of it... Men persuade themselves, with little
difficulty, to scoff at principles, to ridicule books, to make sport of the
names of the good men; but they cannot bear their presence: it is holiness
embodied in personal form, which they cannot steadily confront and bear
down: so that the silent conduct of a conscientious man secures for him
from beholders a feeling different in kind from any which is created by the
mere versatile and garrulous reason.*

Newman v tejto stati vychddza z vlastnej sktisenosti s vplyvom priatelov na jeho
osobny duchovny rast. Mozno povedat, Ze to bola skiisenost medidcie BoZej mi-
losti v osobnych vztahoch, ktorej reflexia podnietila Newmanov teologicky vyvin
smerom ku katolickej ekleziol6gii. V duchu svojej anglikdnskej teologickej vizie,
ktora oznacoval ako Via media anglikanskej cirkvi,” sa vsak vyhraroval voci ka-

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tolickemu prezivaniu tcty svitych doslednym odmietanim invokacie, teda vzy-
vania svitych.

Newmanova zivotopisna Apologia pro vita sua sved¢i o tom, Ze invokacia svétych
bola v jeho anglikdnskom obdobi stistavnou vyhradou voci u¢eniu a nabozenskej
praxi v katolickej cirkvi:

I thought the essence of [the Roman Catholic Church’s] offence to consist
in the honours which she paid to the Blessed Virgin and the Saints; and
the more I grew in devotion, both to the Saints and to our Lady, the more
impatient was I at the Roman practices, as if those glorified creations of God
must be gravely shocked, if pain could be theirs, at the undue veneration of
which they were the objects.>

Na inom mieste v Apologii Newman zdoraznil:

I could not go to Rome, while she suffered honours to be paid to the Blessed
Virgin and the Saints which I thought in my conscience to be incompatible
with the Supreme, Incommunicable Glory of the One Infinite and Eternal.*”

Vzhladom na Newmanovu konstantnt vyhradu vodi invokécii svéatym v jeho an-
glikdnskom obdobi je zaujimava jeho druha anglikanska kazen o Panne Mérii na
sviatok Zvestovania Pana z roku 1832.% V publikovanom texte kdzne v druhom
zviazku Newmanovych ,Farskych kdzni” autor uviedol koncova pozndmku: ,On
the subject of this Sermon, vide Bishop Bull’s Sermon on Luke i. 48, 49.“> Porov-
nanie textov Georga Bulla a Newmana vsak ukazuje v otazke invokécie jeden
dolezity rozdiel.

Biskup Bull sa v svojej kdzni o Panne Madrii od katolickeho kultu nasledovnym
spdsobom:

[Mary] saith indeed, that all generations should call her blessed; but not
that any generation should call upon her to bless them... We will not give
her the honour of invocation, or praying to her, as all the papists do, for
the unanswerable reasons above mentioned. Indeed, as long as that one
text of Scripture remains in our Bibles, which we read 1 Tim. ii. 5. There is
one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;

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we shall never be persuaded, by any sophistry or subtle distinctions of our
adversaries, to betake ourselves to the mediation of the Blessed Virgin,
much less of any other saint.®

Z textu je zjavné, Ze Bullova hlavna ndmietka voci vzyvaniu svétych spocivala
na Kristovom vylu¢nom sprostredkovatel'skom trade medzi Bohom a I'ud'mi.
Na zaklade doslovnej interpretacie textu 1 Tim 2,5, ktora je charakteristickd pre
protestantizmus, je prax vzyvania Mdrie nezlucitelna s kristologickou mediaciou
milosti v Cirkvi.

Newmanova argumentacia proti invokécii je v porovnani s Bullom omnoho chu-
dobnejsia. Newman odmietal formy tcty k Marii a svdatym, ktord by povysovala
stvorenie ponad Stvoritela.®! Je vSak prizna¢né, Ze v texte kdzne sa vobec nedotyka
otazky medidcie milosti. V kontexte Bullovej kdzne, na ktord Newman odkazuje,
sa tento fakt javi ako ohlusujtce ticho. Newman mediaciu milosti prezival v pria-
tel'skych a rodinnych vztahoch, a tym sa postupne prepracovaval ku katolicke;j
ekleziolégii. Invokaciu svitych v anglikdnskom obdobi tprimne odmietal ako
modlosluzobnt prax, nie v8ak pre samotnt skuto¢nost’ sprostredkovania milosti
v Cirkvi, ale akoby bolo urdazkou Boha o toto sprostredkovanie svitych Ziadat'.

Vyhradu vodi invokacii svitych si niesol az do samého zaveru svojho t¢inkova-
nia v anglikanskej cirkvi:

In the interval, of which it remains to speak, viz. between the autumns
of 1843 and 1845 I was in lay communion with the Church of England,
attending its services as usual, and abstaining altogether from intercourse
with Catholics, from their places of worship, and from those religious rites
and usages, such as the Invocation of Saints, which are characteristics of
their creed.®

Aj na hranici rozhodnutia o vstupe do katolickej cirkvi si Newman stale zachova-
val dosledny odstup od vzyvania svitych. Podl'a historickej stadie Phillipa Boyca:

Even while reciting the Roman Breviary in Littlemore in the years leading
up to his [Newman’s] conversion, he and his companions still omitted the
direct invocations it contained, claiming that they were not an essential
part of the Divine Office. Instead of ora pro nobis (pray for us), they would

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say oret pro nobis (may she pray for us) and they omitted the Salve Regina
altogether.®®

Je potrebné poznamenat, Ze Newmanovou hlavnou anglikanskou vyhradou voci
katolickej cirkvi boli nové ucenia, ktoré neboli explicitne potvrdené svedectvom
Svétého pisma. ISlo teda o principidlnu otazku, ktorej invokdcia svétych bola
podla Newmana iba jednym z prikladov. Newman ttto zasadnt otazku vyriesil
koncepciou doktrindlneho vyvinu v cirkvi, ktort rozpracoval v knihe Essay on the
Development of Christian Doctrine. Vd'aka tejto koncepcii napokon dospel k zmie-
reniu aj s praxou vzyvania svitych:

The devotions then to Angels and Saints as little interfered with the
incommunicable glory of the Eternal, as the love which we bear our friends
and relations, our tender human sympathies, are inconsistent with that
supreme homage of the heart to the Unseen, which really does but sanctify
and exalt, not jealously destroy, what is of earth.**

Je priznac¢né, Ze Newman v tomto texte pouziva analégiu medzi laskou k priate-
I'om a pribuznym na jednej strane a tctou k anjelom a svidtym na strane druhej.
